How Does It Affect

International Relations?

Digital diplomacy has
significantly influenced
international relations,

multiplying and amplifying the
voices and interests of people
active in international
policymaking. It has weakened
states' exclusive control over
policy and offered a venue for
individuals to voice their ideas
openly and in real-time. Digital
diplomacy has also transformed
the network of diplomacy away
from paper and into the real
world, resulting in faster access
to information and virtual
frameworks for implementation.
Furthermore, digital diplomacy
has  increased  information
distribution, particularly during
emergencies like the COVID-19

epidemic.
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While digital diplomacy has

numerous advantages, it also has

several  concerns, including
trolling, information leaking,

hacking, and user anonymity.

The Challenges

The "underbelly” of digital
diplomacy, which refers to
governments and non-state

organizations strategically using
digital technologies as tools to
and

counter disinformation

propaganda in pursuit of
strategic interests, has grown in
recent years to the point where
it is beginning to have serious
implications for the global
order. For example, before the
2016 presidential election, more
than 150 million Americans
were exposed to Russia's
disinformation campaign, and
disinformation
2016

election used every central social

media platform to deliver

words, images and videos
tailored to voters' interests to
help elect President Trump.
Russian disinformation tactics
have also been active in Europe,
particularly by attempting to
exacerbate social tensions in

various nations.

The Prime
Minister has exalted the points
of strength of the country’s
power by anchoring on 3
aspects, which are cultural,
economic, and political.

2. Accelerated, Inclusive & Resilient Growth:

Sustainable development depends on rapid, robust, and inclusive growth.
India, during its G20 Presidency, intends to concentrate on sectors that
possess the ability to bring about fundamental change. This includes a
desire to encourage trade for growth, advance labour rights and ensure
worker welfare to solve the global skill gap and develop inclusive
agriculture value chains and food systems, among other things the G20

presidency will provide a thrust to the system and processes.

3. Accelerating progress on SDGs:

Creme Bruléee Recipe
SHOHAM KHANDEKAR

Creme Briilée is a classic French dessert, with a smooth custard base topped with a
caramelized sugar crust. Originating from France, this indulgent treat has captured

the hearts of dessert lovers worldwide. Here is the recipe to make one yourself!

Steps:

1. Preheat the oven to 150°C (300°F)

2. In a bowl, whisk together the egg yolks and
sugar until binded well. Ingredients:

3. Heat the heavy cream in a saucepan over 4 egg yolks
medium-low heat until it simmers. Remove from  1/4 cup granulated sugar, (plus
heat. extra for caramelizing)

4. Gradually pour the hot cream into the egg 1 and 1/2 cups heavy cream
mixture, whisking continuously. (whipped cream)

5. Stir in the vanilla extract. 1 teaspoon vanilla extract

6. Divide the custard mixture into ramekins or
oven-safe dishes.

7. Place the ramekins in a baking pan and fill the
pan with hot water half-way up the sides of the
ramekins.

8. Bake for 40-45 minutes until the custard is set
around the edges but still slightly jiggly in the
center.

9. Remove from the oven and let the custards

10. Then afterwards, sprinkle a thin layer of
granulated sugar over each custard and caramelize
the sugar using a kitchen torch or broiler.

11. Then serve and enjoy the creamy and

caramelized delight of Creme Briilée!
